GT launched the Australian Immersion Program in 2014, offering junior grade students a 
unique opportunity to experience life as an exchange student in Australia. Since its inception, 
the program has grown remarkably, expanding from 20 participants in its inaugural year to 
60 currently. Over the course of approximately three weeks, students immerse themselves in 
Australian culture through homestays, interactive classes, engaging activities, and exciting 
excursions. This enriching experience not only enhances their language skills but also deepens 
their cultural understanding.

This year, from 22 July to 8 August 2025, students enjoyed a thrilling visit to a large zoo, where 
they snapped countless photos with koalas and kangaroos in their natural habitat. Many eagerly 
tried to get closer, even attempting to feed these adorable animals.
